IHE Annual Term of this Institution, commences on

Monday the 2nd day of October. The Institution is
exclusively theological,and designed to prepare young men,
who have already completed a classical course at a public
institation or with private teachers, for the active duties of
the Gospel ministry,

The Faculty are, Rev. L. Beecher, D, D. Prof. of System-
atic Theology; Rev, T J. Biggs, Prof. of Church History
and Polity; Rev, B. Dickinson, Prof. of Sacred Rhetoric and
Pastoral Theology; Rev, C. E. Stowe, Prof. of Biblical
Literatnre.

The course of study embraces three years, durmg which,
full and systematic instruction is given in all the hrunches
above named. In addition to these, and in reference to the
present exigencies of our country, particularly at the West,
where ministers must be called upon extensively to superin-
tend the blishinent of hools and the introdue-
tion of right methods of instruetion and discipline, a course
of lectures on these important topics, will be given by one of
the professors who has taken pains to become familiar with
the best institutions of the kind in the United States and in
Europe.

The situation of the Seminary on the banks of the Ohio,
near the centre of population of the great western valley, and
in the suburbs of a city, so enterprising and so far advanced
in its institutions of religion and learning as Cincinnati, and
which has become the central point whence the streams of
emigration diverge to the most distant parts of the land, and
the cunstant and increasing demand for ministerial services,
gives to its students peculiar advantages for immediate and
‘prospective influence and usefulness. Besides this, com-
modious buildings, pleasant and healthful grounds, a large
and choicely selected library, a united and devoted faculty,
are believed to offer to the young man as strong inducements
as can be found in any other institution of the kind.

The system of mannal labor is here pursued, and arrange-
ments are now in progress for increasing its value and effi-
ciency, Board in commons is furnished at cost, which, for
the two years past, has been from 1,50 to 2 dollars per week,
though it is hoped that for the coming year it may be re-
duced. Efforts are now making to furnish the rooms of the
stadents and to defray, in part at least, the expenses of their
board.
